This uniform and accoutrements are based on the Royal 

Warrants of 1768. There is also a “late war”kit that we utilize (at desiganted 

events) which requires a couple of additions/modifications to the early war 

uniform. Our musket evolutions are based on the Manual Exercise of 1764.  

 

 If you do decide to join our organization, we will appoint a sponsor, 

who will help guide you through the process from recruit to 

Grenadier/Fusilier. This includes providing information on: your uniform/kit 

acquistion, learning the marching evolutions, the Manual Exercise and the 

other items required to get you onto the field and in the firing line as soon as 

possible.
